more than respond to a set of given prompts. It is an opportunity for you to
individually curate an application for Bennington, to create a compelling
portrait of your academic achievement, and to demonstrate, in your own way,
your potential to enrich, and be enriched by, the Bennington community.

Applications should demonstrate your academic achievement, writing ability,
contributions to the classroom and community, and your capacity to make
and revise work. While students may choose to do this in very different ways,

standard elements of a college application—portfolios, original research,
reflective and analytical writing, transcripts, letters of recommendation—are all
acceptable and welcome.
